RESPONSE OPTIONS

@ Increase the benefit or the duration of an existing programme

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SHOCK-RESPONSIVE SOCIAL PROTECTION IN THE CARIBBEAN

COMMONALITIES AND TRENDS

- Most of the examples are cash transfers, because social protection cash transfer
programmes were already in place (with relatively large coverage) and because cash
transfers enable people to purchase goods and services of their choice

 In the case of disasters, assistance through social protection responses was one
element of broader disaster response efforts. Strengthening linkages is key to
reach affected people with greater efficacy and efficiency

« Actions and modifications to social protection programmes were introduced after
the shock as opposed to putting plans and processes in place in advance. Preparing
systems in advance is key for an effective response.

« Challenges as they relate to the rapid design and implementation of new
programmes and measures; increase demand for benefit and services and how to
best expand programmes to new beneficiaries/informal groups
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SHOCK-RESPONSIVE SOCIAL PROTECTION IN THE CARIBBEAN
PREPAREDNESS

The most important enabling factors for shock-responsive
social protection are political will and financing, as these
collectively result in the prioritisation of using social

protection to support impacted people and the resources to
do so.

Other important factors are the capacity and flexibility of
existing systems/processes, coordination between social
protection and disaster risk management institutions and
creativity to develop new approaches and solutions.
