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Community Selection Criteria

For Improved Levels of Community Preparedness under the Disaster Risk Management Sub-Regional Programme

1. Introduction
1.1. Vulnerable communities are normally the worst affected during and after a disaster event.  Research shows that, often, these communities also lack the capacity to respond adequately in post crisis periods given that they have access to few risk management instruments or other resources to deal with their risk/vulnerabilities. 
1.2. This Disaster Risks Management Sub-Regional Programme therefore is significant to communities in that it will assist in building community resilience to disaster impacts by addressing critical disaster risk management needs of targeted communities.  In this regard, the overall development objective of this project is to support the strengthening of communities by contributing to the integration of CDM into sustainable development strategies in ACP states of the Caribbean.

1.3. Specifically, as it relates to communities, the following expected results are identified (Results 3b – Project document; Programme Estimate No.1):
1.3.1.  Community Risk profiles developed

1.3.2. Community Disaster Management Plans developed and based on community vulnerability profiles.

2. Selection Criteria
The strategy for selection of communities to participate in this project entails the initial identification of eight (8) countries and subsequently, the selection of the required eight (8) communities.  The criteria for country selection are based on the following indicators/parameters:   
2.1. The selected countries and communities must be representative of the CDEMA Sub-regional grouping (geographical equity)
2.2. The selected countries will be graded using the Selection Criteria Matrix at Annex 1.  The grading system will be out of 50 points and selection will be based on the lowest scores and in-keeping with the criteria established in section 2.1 above.  Subsequently, in consultation with respective National Disaster Offices, specific communities will be selected in accordance with the criteria established in Annex 2

2.3. The final selection must include at least two (2) Overseas Territories
2.4. The Government of the selected country will submit to CDEMA, in writing, a commitment to the objectives of the ACP EU Project.
